Vocalists may sing more than one aria to reach a minimum performance time of 10 minutes.

Audition piece will be the one performed for the concert.

Selection shall be memorized by audition date. Students must furnish their own accompanist or
may audition without accompanist.

Please bring a copy of your music for the judges.

Previous winners may audition again the second year after winning.
